Torquay, the jewel of the
English Riviera, will
sparkle next summer with
a magnificent new
lifting bridge.

The inner harbour at the
popular holiday resort is being
impounded by tide operated
gates to ensure a depth
of water is maintained to
prevent moored vessels
from grounding.

The impounding works
comprise a cut off wall, with
integral lock gates,
combined with a 15m span
lifting footbridge.

HBPW Consulting has
undertaken the design of the
maritime substructure for the
bridge and lock gates on a
design and construct basis
for Torbay Council.

The Trommel recycling machine
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Premiership football club West
Bromwich Albion turned to
HBPW Consulting when it
needed a lift for the stadium's
giant TV screens.

A lifting bridge designed by
HBPW Consulting has helped
re-open a trans-Pennine
waterway to traffic.

British Waterways is restoring
canals to their former glories,
with the Rochdale Canal
undergoing a massive
transformation.

The existing 30-year-old
precast concrete fixed bridge
at Grimshaw Lane, near
Manchester, had to be
replaced, as it was too low for
boats to pass under.

HBPW Consulting worked on
the sub-structure, using the
existing foundations to make
the project cost-effective.

The foundations incorporated
four hydraulic jacks at each
corner of the 11m wide bridge
deck, to lift the bridge and
provide clearance for
canal boats.

This new bridge is at the exact
site where the original lifting
bridge was constructed when
the canal was built 200
years ago.

Paul Withers, director of HBPW
Consulting, said: "It is has been
a pleasure to be involved in
the reinstatement of some of
our industrial heritage."
